consultancy agreement

This Agreement is to confirm the terms of the engagement of Anju Mary Paul as a Journalistic Consultant with the Andrus Family Fund (AFF). The Consultancy shall begin on August 12th, 2005 and end on September 16th, 2005. The primary responsibilities of the Consultant during this period will be to document the stories told by AFF Community Reconciliation grantees during the Community Reconciliation Grantee Conference about their community reconciliation efforts, and about the successes and challenges of working with the Transition Framework to strengthen these efforts. Specific responsibilities of the Intern will include:

A. Review background materials describing community reconciliation grantee projects and their work with Transition, as well as the outcomes of last year’s community reconciliation conference;

B. Attend both days of AFF Community Reconciliation Grantee Conference (August 18th and August 19th) as an observer, and in a “journalistic capacity”;

C. During the conference, document the experiences of and stories told by AFF grantees (and learning partners, as appropriate) in working with the Transition Framework to enhance their community reconciliation efforts.

D. After the conference, assist the AFF Executive Director and Associate Program Officer determine the use(s) and audience(s) for the information captured during the conference (e.g., for AFF Board and staff; AFF grantees; applicants; and/or others in the field), and the most appropriate way(s) to present the information in a written format.

E. Produce a written document(s) that summaries and illustrates the information captured during the conference that is tailored for these use(s) and audience(s).

AFF may, at its discretion and upon the agreement of Ms. Paul, extend the Consultancy to include the AFF Foster Care to Independence Grantee Conference, which will take place September 29th and 30th, 2005, in which case, a new Consultancy Agreement will be drafted and executed.
